 The National Co-ordinator ensures all policies and publicity 

are consistent with national Council requirements. 

 Women of the Fellowship co-ordinate their events to ensure 

that they do not clash with any National or Regional open 

(men & women) events of FGBMFI in UK & Ireland. 

 The co-ordinator of any Local Women of the Fellowship 

Group is appointed by the Local Chapter of FGBMFI. 

 All local groups should communicate and work together with 

the National Co-ordinator in the conduct of their local group.
